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Amy Grant’s poignant contemporary Christmas classic has been set for 3-7 octaves of handbells
and optional handchimes. The opening suspended mallets create an ethereal backdrop for this
well-known text which shares the inner voice of Mary as she journeys to Bethlehem. Her conver-
sation with God reveals her fears and confusion as she cries out for God to “be with me now.”

The quiet closing provides a sense of resolve as Mary accepts her task and trusts in her Lord.

True to a toccata, this arrangement, based on the tune “King’s Weston” flies along with fiery
rhythms and continuous intensity from beginning to end. The second stanza features a unique
twist where the tune is played both forward and backward at the same time. A winner for all wor-

ship services, concerts, and a perfect choice for festivals.
